Due to increase in mining activity in the 
last few months, excellent job opportunities exist for the students that 

graduate in Mining courses like Diploma (Polytechnic) and B. Tech. In view of this, IUJ has started Mining 
branch in B. Tech as well as Diploma programs from this year”. 

Mr. S. C. Vishwakarma, Deputy GM (Excavation), CCL, explained the career opportunities for all disciplines of 
engineering (like Civil, Mechanical, Computer Science and Mining) in various departments, due to 
modernization of Coal Mines. Mr. M. K. Mishra, GM (Underground),CCL said “ Students of any course ,including 
girls, can make a career in Coal Mining industry and move up the ladder , by qualifying in the examinations 
conducted by DGMS. Entry level monthly salary for Diploma holder is about Rs 35,000 whereas for B. Tech, it is 
about Rs 60,000 besides perquisites.

Highlighting the future prospects in the Coal Industry, Mr. Pradeep Kumar, General Manager, CMPDI said, “Coal 
India is targeting to practically double the production in the next 4 years from 536 million tons during last year 
to 1 billion tons by 2020, which will offer excellent opportunities in the future”.
