Nostalgia is a file that removes the rough edges from the good old days...

Each one of us has our own memories... As time passes by and we look back into those days we get nostalgic of our own past.
Dr. B. M. Singh, Registrar of IU] shares his nostalgia here with the readers...

T am shocked and driven into the valley of sorrow on hearing about the sad demise of Dr. AP] Abdul Kalam, our former President
of India. I had the privilege of meeting Dr. Kalam thrice personally. Dr. Kalam was a great scientist, leader, motivator and
statesman of the present era.

[ got an opportunity to meet him for the first time at Bokaro when he was the

L o wﬂ_mﬁl iy ,E‘ “E Dr'_E' s D Chief Scientific Advisor to the Government of India. On my way to Bokaro
atafins g ! e from Dhanbad by road, 3-4 kms away from the airport I found people rushing
e towards the airport and on enquiring I came to know that the helicopter

LI carrying Dr. Kalam and the then Minister of Science and Technology, Shree

it D Samresh Singh (my brother-in-law) had fallen from about ten feet above the

ground level while landing. I was shocked and rushed to the airport. When I
reached there I was surprised to see both Dr. Kalam and Shree Singh calm and
talking to people. (This incidence is briefly mentioned by Dr. Kalam too in his
great work “The Ignited Mind”).
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Soon after this incident Dr. Kalam took part in all his pre-scheduled meetings
asif nothing has happened. Such was the personality of Dr. Kalam At that time, as the Zonal Manager of the lead Bank of Bank of
India, I was given the responsibility of coordinating the finance of planting of medicinal plants in Jharkhand. In one of the
meetings organized in this regard, I remember, Dr. Kalam said to me, “Dr. Singh, T know you are dealing with public money and as
abanker your prime duty is to protect the interest of people. But, since you are a product of a National Institute of Government of
India, you must work like a scientist. Forget what people think about you. Do your best with humility and silence for the welfare
of the masses™.

I am unable to recompose myself remembering the personal advice of the "Missile Man of India’ at his sudden departure for
heavenly abode and I cannot stop myself from sharing an autograph from Dr. Kalam which Thad taken in a family get-together.
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“lfyou salute your duty, you need not to salute anybody. But gp you po”ute your duty, you have to salute evevy’oody." —Dr. AP). Abdul Kalam

Doctors, CEOs and Healthcare Administrators from leading hospitals like Nagrarmal Modi Seva Sadan, Raj Hospital,
CCL Hospital, Kashyap Memorial Eye Hospital, 7 Palms Hospital, Santevita Hospital etc. attended the one-day
Management Development Program on Health Care Management conducted by ICFAI University Jharkhand in
association with Indian Hospital Association at its Daladali campus on 23 April 2015

Welcoming the participants during the inauguration of the MDP, Prof. O. R. S. Rao, Vice-Chancellor, said, “In order to
improve quality and affordability of Health care in Jharkhand, in line with the vision of our Honorable Chief Minster,
there is need for not only more Doctors and Nurses but also paramedical staff and healthcare administrators. Our
University is keen to address this gap, by offering short term and regular courses in Healthcare Management”.
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Dr. R. K. Rai, Chairman of 7 Palms Hospital and President of Indian Hospital Association, Jharkhand addressed the
participants on the occasion and said “India currently spends only 1.04% of its GDP on healthcare against a global average
of 5-6%. Indian Government and Jharkhand government should spend more money so as to provide quality healthcare to
the needy people”. Mr. R. K. Saraogi, Sr. VP of Nagrarmal Modi Seva Sadan appreciated the initiative of the ICFAI
University to focus on healthcare management, as it is essential for effective management of resources deployed in a
hospital. Dr. B. P. Kashyap, CEO of Kashyap Memorial highlighted the need for more paramedical staff. Speaking on the
occasion, Mr. Jogesh Gambhir, CEO of Raj Hospital exhorted the hospital managements to build a business model,
appropriate to Jharkhand and strike balance between Quality and Affordability of healthcare, by avoiding the temptation
to overinvest in non-essential equipments /facilities. Mr. Harish, GM, Sanevita, Dr. Hari Haran, Academic Advisor and Dr.
B. M. Singh, Registrar of the University highlighted the need to focus on Quality, HR and Financial aspects in Healthcare
